PRACTICAL NURSE EDUCATION
The following are to be scheduled on the first visit day, if possible:

1. Meeting with director of nursing program (schedule at beginning of visit) -  1 hour

2. Free time for visitor to review program materials requested to be available during visit - 2½ - 3 hours

3. Meeting with faculty to discuss philosophy, objectives, curriculum design and implementation, teaching responsibilities and workload - 1 hour

4. Tour of educational facilities, including classrooms, skills lab, library, computer lab, and faculty offices - ½ - 1 hour

5. Tour of clinical facilities (schedule cooperating agencies that are representative of student learning experiences across the life span and arrange opportunities to meet with unit level nursing managers) - ½ - 1 hour per facility

The following are to be scheduled on the second visit day:

1. Meeting with representatives of school or hospital administration - 1/2 to 1 hour

2. Meeting with students as entire classes or with student representatives from each class - 1 hour

3. Free time for visitor to summarize report findings - 2 hours

4. Meeting with nursing program director to review findings – ½ hour

5. Meeting with administrators, program director, and faculty to present final report to be submitted to the Board of Nursing – ½ hour

Please note that the above suggested schedule may be modified to suit your program's unique needs.  You are to submit a proposed meeting agenda with the Survey Visit Report form.

Nursing faculty members who desire to meet individually with the Board visitor must be scheduled as part of the agenda.

6. Concepts of pharmacology, nutrition, and diet therapy;

7. Concepts of client-centered care, including:

a) Respect for cultural differences, values, preferences and expressed needs; 

b) Promotion of healthy life styles for clients and populations;

c) Promotion of a safe client environment; and 

d) Prevention and appropriate response to situations of bioterrorism and domestic violence; and
